The 2025 State SkillsUSA Aviation Maintenance Technology Contest will be held on Monday, April 28th 

and will be hosted at Tulsa Technology Center - Riverside Campus, 801 E. 91st in Tulsa. 

 

CONTEST FEES 

In addition to the regular conference registration, there will be a contest supplies fee of $35.00. This 

charge is to offset the cost of contest supplies. This fee will be added to the contestant’s registration 

when it is completed online. 

SETUP 

The contest setup is Sunday, April 27th from 12:00 pm to 5:00 pm at Tulsa Technology Center - Riverside 

Campus, 801 E. 91st in Tulsa. 

 

CONTEST 

The contestant meeting will be held at on 8:00 am the morning of the contest. Only calculators, safety 

glasses, pencils/pens, and earplugs will be allowed in the contestant meeting room. A locker will be 

provided to each school to store contestants’ items (i.e.: bags, cell phones, etc.). The contest will start 

promptly at 8:30 a.m. 

 

2 contestants per instructor. 1 advisor/4 competitors, Instructor must accompany students. Students 

will not be allowed to compete if AMT instructor is not present from the sending school. This 

amendment was voted on and passed at SUMMIT conference last year. AMT instructors are expected 

to help facilitate the contest.  

 

Lunch 

Due to the contest schedule, lunch will be provided and will take place at the contest site.  $20.00 fee has 

been added to registration for lunch. 

 

RESUME- Change to submission type for 2025 please read  

All contestants will submit a digital resume prior to contest day. Contestants will receive an email to the 

address used to register the contestant for contest with instructions and link to access the SkillsUSA 

Competitor Portal page.  The email will contain contestant's username and contestant number, which 

are required to login to the Competitor Portal.  Deadline to submit resume is April 22, 2025.

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participating school is expected to furnish an industry award. Industry awards should be labeled with 

the name and address of the award supplier so that an appropriate "Thank you" may be sent, must be 

accompanied by an industry award donation information sheet (available on the Oklahoma SkillsUSA 

website) and be brought to the awards area in the Conference Hall at the Arvest Business(formerly Cox) 

Center on April 26th between 12:00 & 4:00 or Sunday April 27th 2025 between the hours of 8:00 am and 

4:00 PM. 

 

AWARDS CEREMONY  

 Winners will be recognized at the General Session on Tuesday morning, April 29th, at 9am at the Arvest 

Convention Center in the Grand Hall. All competitors must wear official SkillsUSA dress to the Awards 

Session, where winners are announced. Competitors who are not dressed appropriately or lack official 

attire will be denied access to the awards stage. Students must be present when their contest is 

announced. If a student is improperly dressed, absent, or misses their contest being called, the 

production will not be paused for any reason, and they will forfeit their opportunity to go on stage to 

receive the award. No exceptions will be made. No hats or sunglasses will be allowed to be worn on 

stage.    

• Official dress for men: Official blazer, jacket or sweater; black dress slacks; white dress shirt; plain 

black tie with no pattern or SkillsUSA black tie; black socks and black shoes.  • 

• Official dress for women: Official blazer, jacket or sweater; black dress slacks or knee-length skirt 

with business like white, collarless blouse or white blouse with small, plain collar that may not 

extend onto the lapels of the blazer, and black dress shoes.

Each contestant will need to bring the following: 

• Resume 

• Safety glasses (side shields needed if wearing standard glasses) 

• #2 Pencil 

• Ear Plugs 

• Calculator 

• Blue or Black Pen 

Cellphones and Other Smart Devices 

Cellphones, electronic watches and/or other electronic devices not approved by a competition’s 
technical committee are NOT allowed in the competition area. Please follow the guidelines in each 
technical standard for approved exceptions. Technical committee members may also approve exceptions 
onsite during the SkillsUSA Championships if deemed appropriate.
