Testing will be completed online and proctored through their technology
centers. Online testing opens March 16, 2026, and closes April 3, 2026.

All contestants will submit a digital resume prior to contest day. Contestants will receive
an email to the address used to register the contestant for contest with instructions and
link to access the SkillsUSA Competitor Portal page. The email will contain contestants
username and contestant number, which are required to login to the Competitor Portal.
If any contestant does not submit a resume, penalty points will be assessed.

Deadline to submit resume is April 3, 2026.

AWARDS CEREMONY
Winners will be recognized at the General Session on Monday night, April 20th, at 7pm at the
Arvest Convention Center in the Grand Hall.

All competitors must wear official SkillsUSA dress to the Awards Session, where winners are
announced. Competitors who are not dressed appropriately or lack official attire will be
denied access to the awards stage. Students must be present when their contest is
announced. If a student is improperly dressed, absent, or misses their contest being called,
the production will not be paused for any reason, and they will forfeit their opportunity to
go on stage to receive the award. No exceptions will be made. No hats or sunglasses will be
allowed to be worn on stage.
